    Land  Rover  Cincinnati  is  inviting  all  Land  Rover  owners  to    
participate  in  our  “Malachi’s  Trap”  Road  Rally  event!  This  4 X 4  
road  course  is  our  most  advanced  route  which  features  5  stream  
crossings  up  to  18”  deep!  Can  you  make  it  through  Malachi’s  Trap  
without  being  eaten  by  the  river  troll  Malachi  Stumphead??

WHO:  Sponsored  by  Land  Rover  Cincinnati  this  Road  Rally   is  open  to  all  Land  Rover  owners  with  
street  legal  vehicles.  50  vehicles  maximum.
WHEN:  Sunday,  August  22,  2010.  Rain  or  shine.
WHERE:  The  Rally   begins  at  South  Dearborn  High  School  parking  lot  in  Aurora,  Indiana  and  ends  at  
Versailles  State  Park,  Ripley   County,  Indiana.  Take  I-275  to  the  Lawrenceburg,  Indiana  Exit,  Turn  left  
onto  U.S.  Route  50  West.  Travel  approximately   6  miles  and  turn  right  onto  State  Route  350.  Travel  
1.3  miles  and  turn  right  into  the South  Dearborn  High  School  parking  lot. 
TIME:  Registration  begins  at  9:00  am.  Drivers  meeting  is  9:45  am.  Rally   begins  at  10:00 am  sharp.

COURSE:  Approximately   60  miles  long.  Will  take  3  to  4  hours  to  complete.  One  pit  stop.  How  would  
you  like  to  take  your  Land  Rover  on  a  route  that  most  people  only   dream  about?  We  have  put        
together  a  dramatic  course  which  features  5  stream  crossings  up  to  20”  deep!  We’ll  be  taking  the  
Indiana  back  roads  to  stream  crossings  that  only   a  few   people  know  about  and  even  fewer  people  are  
willing  to  cross.  You  need  to  experience  this  serious  course  that   will  test  the  skills  of  even  the  
seasoned  four  wheel  drive  enthusiasts.  A  course  like  this  will  eventually  disappear  as  bridges  are  
built  and  the  old  roads  are  closed,  so  now  is  your  chance  to  drive  on  roads  that  your  vehicle  was   
designed  for.  Don’t  miss  this  Rally!

WHAT  TO  BRING:  Bottled  water,  soft  drinks,  snacks,  and  a  full  tank  of  gas.  You  must  be   at   least  18  
years  old to  be  a  driver,  possess  a  valid  drivers  license  and  bring  proof  of  automobile  insurance  
(Drivers  license  &  insurance  card  must  be  current).  Prizes  will  be  awarded  to  the  top  teams  
after  the  Road  Rally   at  Versailles  State  Park  where  the  Rally   will  end.  No  alcoholic  beverages,  no  
pets  and  no  hot   rodding  permitted.  Consuming  an  alcoholic  beverage  before,  during  or  after  the  Rally 
at  Versailles  State  Park  will  result  in  immediate  disqualification  and  no  refund.

What  Is  A  Road  Rally?
     
     A  Road  Rally  is  a  driving  tour  in  the  country,  on  well  paved  public  roads  where  a  group   of  people compete  
in  a  very  casual  outing  for  points  to  win  prizes.  
     As  each  team  leaves  the  “gate”  they  receive  a  “Rally  Packet”  which  includes  directions,  scavenger  hunt  list,  
and  tour  questions.  Five  points  are  awarded  for  each  scavenger  hunt  item  collected  and  five points  are  awarded 
 for  each  question  answered  correctly.  The  team  with  the  highest  score  wins.  We  have  at  least  3  pit  stops  
scheduled  for  this   Road  Rally.  A  “Pit Stop”  is  a  pre-designated  stop   where  you  can  get  out  of  your  vehicle,  
stretch  your  legs  and  take  a  bathroom  break.
     This  Road  Rally  is  designed  and  conducted  by  Scenic  Road  Rallies  LLC  of  Sunman,  Indiana.  Our  Road  
Rallies  are  in  no  way,  shape  or  form,  a  race!  The  Rallies  are  family  oriented  with  no  alcohol  permitted  before,  
during  or  after  the  event.
