
Fourth  Annual  Feed  The  Wolves 
 Fundraiser  Road  Tour

Sunday,  September  25,  2011

     Join  our  annual  road  tour  and  fundraiser  that  benefits  the 
wolves  of  Wolf  Creek  Habitat.  Take  a  great  fall  drive  on  the  
Indiana  back  roads  to  old  bridges,  historic  sites  and  scenic  
views  before  ending  at  Wolf  Creek  where  you  will  enter  their 
enclosures  to  interact  and  pet  these  beautiful  animals!
WHO:  This  road  tour  is  open  to  all  street  legal  vehicles.  50  vehicles  maximum.
ENTRY  FEE:  $50.00  per  vehicle  pre-registered,  $60.00  day  of  the  Road  Tour.  At  the  end  of  the  Road  Tour,  this  
fee  will  allow  2  people  from  said  vehicle  to  enter  a  restricted  area  at  the  Wolf  Creek  Habitat   and  to  personally     
interact  with  a  wolf  or  wolves.  All  of  the  entry  fees  collected  will  be  donated  to  the  Wolf  Creek  Habitat  to         
purchase  food  for  their  wolf  population.  Only  credit   card  orders  will  be  accepted  for  this  event.  
WHEN:  Sunday,  September  25,  2011.  Rain  or  shine.
WHERE:  The  Road  Tour  begins  at  the  South  Decatur  High  School,  8885  South  State  Route  3,  Greensburg,  
Indiana,  47240,  and  ends  at  the  Wolf  Creek  Habitat  in  Brookville,  Indiana.  Take I-74 to the Greensburg Route 3 
South Exit, Exit # 134A. Travel  13.7 miles on State Route 3 South and turn right into the South Decatur County High 
School parking lot.
TIME:  Registration  begins  at  9:00  am.  Drivers  meeting  is  9:45  am.  Tour  begins  at  10:00 am  sharp.
COURSE:  Approximately 70 miles long. Will take 3 to 4 hours to complete. 4 pit stops. This road course will start  only 1 
mile from what was once the center of the U.S. population in 1890! We’ll begin the day by crossing the  Westport Covered 
Bridge, one of the nicest looking covered bridges in the State! We’ll also visit the historic towns  of Millhousen, Oldenburg 
and Metamora and then finish the road tour at the  Wolf  Creek  Habitat  &  Rescue  Center.



WHAT  TO   BRING:  Bottled  water,  snacks  and  a  full  tank  of  gas.  You  must  be  at  least  18  years  old  to  be  a  
driver,  possess  a  valid  drivers  license  and  bring  proof  of  automobile  insurance.  Drivers  license  and        
insurance  card  must  be  current.  Vehicle  registration  will  not  be  accepted.  No  alcoholic  beverages,  no  pets  
and  no  reckless  driving  permitted.  Consuming  an  alcoholic  beverage  before,  during  or  after  the  tour  at  the  Wolf 
Creek  Habitat   will  result  in  immediate  disqualification  and  no  refund.
